That small little book began a life -long exploration of the
Catholic faith. A short time later | asked my dad if | could go to
Mass with our Catholic neighbors. He agreed and so | checked out

As | entered the church
that evening, | dipped my hands in
the holy water and made the sign of
the cross, which | had been practic-
ing for weeks. Before | went into my
pew, | genuflected in front of the
Blessed Sacrament.

candle before the statue of the Virgin Mary. My journey had begun.
