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During mass today I said a little bit about Saint Meinrad Seminary. As you 
know, I am a monk of Saint Meinrad.  Saint Meinrad 
Archabbey, which is my monastery, operates Saint 
Meinrad Seminary. The seminary is the primary work 
of my monastery, in addition to many other works, 
including serving parishes, as I do. Later this week you 
will receive a letter from Archabbot Justin DuVall, 
O.S.B., my religious superior, asking for your financial 
assistance. I will be personally grateful for any kind of 
response you are able to give.   
 

If you are observant, you will have noticed that the 
top of the Saint James Journal reads, ñPastorally 
served by the Benedictine Monks of Saint Meinrad 
Archabbey.ò This is placed in each weekôs bulletin to 
remind everyone that your pastor is a monk. I am a 
monk of a monastery called Saint Meinrad, from which 
I receive a terrific amount of support.  Indeed, if it 
were not for the support of Saint Meinrad, I would be 
unable to do much of what I do here.   
 

Groups of parishioners have traveled with me to Saint Meinrad, located in 
Southern Indiana. Not only have they been struck by the beauty of the 
place, they have been amazed at how friendly and hospitable the monks 
are (perhaps busting some stereotypes!). The monks are always eager to 
meet Saint James Parishioners because they understand that I 
am serving you with their help.  I serve you with the support of 
their prayers and assistance. So, this is not just Father Edwardôs 
ministry, it is the ministry of Saint Meinrad Archabbey.  
 

Indeed, this has some very practical consequences. For example, 
when I first arrived at Saint James, the parish could not afford to 
pay my medical benefits. So, I was covered by the Archabbey 
insurance for many years, until Saint James was in a position to 
offer me health benefits.  
 

A financial gift to Saint Meinrad will allow the Archabbey to con-
tinue serving parishes like Saint James by educating priests and 
lay leaders, as well as providing monk-pastors. When you receive 
Archabbot Justinôs letter, please consider how you can respond.
