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Today we celebrate the Epiphany.  Epiphany is a word that means ñappearanceò or 
ñmanifestation.ò Todayôs gospel from Matthew recalls how magi traveled from the East 
following a star and they found Jesus. We recall how God was revealed in human form 
through Jesus to all the nations.  
 

God continues to be made manifest through us as the 
body of Christ. We are His hands, His feet, and His heart. 
Without us Jesus has no body. God appears in and 
through us.   
 

Each Epiphany at Saint James we ourselves are visited by 
the holy magi. It gives us the opportunity to greet them. 
It gives us the opportunity to recall how God has been 
made manifest through us during the past year since their 
last visit.   
 

Since the visit of the magi last January significant things 
have happened in our community of faith that have made 
Godôs presence known. We received hard news requiring 
us for some time to leave our church structure and wor-
ship in our hall. Everyone has done this without complaint 
and we have stuck together. Many even say they prefer 
worshipping in the hall!   
 

Over this past year we have worked hard to invite others to join in worship. Parishion-
ers have stood out at the bus stops in good weather and in bad offering commuters 
coffee and donuts and telling them about Saint James. This is evangelization! 
 

Despite our own concerns, we have not shrunk from our baptismal call to make God 
manifest as the body of Christ. We have continued to serve more and more individuals 
and families through our food pantry. We even were recognized by the Greater Chicago 
Food Depository and received their ñMost Outstanding Agency Award.ò  
 

Looking back over the past year, many good things happened in our church 
community.  I hope that as you look back over your own personal life you also 
see how God has been made manifest in and through you!
